Tredyffiin Township Sidewalk Project: Tredyffrin Township will be receiving $2,800,000 dollars from
the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) to fund construction of approximately 1.7 miles of
sidewalks along sections of Conestoga, Howellville, Irish and Old Lancaster Roads. The sidewalk project
will focus to provide safe pedestrian access for children walking to local schools, as well as pedestrians
walking into Berwyn and Daylesford business areas along Route 30, and the Berwyn and Daylesford re-
gional R-5 stations.

Tredyffrin Township Lisa-Maude-Vincent Stormwater Drainage Improvement Project: “Tredyffrin
Township will be receiving $520,000 dollars from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA)
and PennVest to fund the construction of proposed drainage and Stormwater Best Management Practice
(BMP) Retrofits in the residential neighborhoods and Open Lands Conservancy properties in Paoli. The
project will install a new stormwater drainage system (pipes, inlets, manholes, etc.), along with two under-
ground stormwater infiltration/seepage beds to reduce runoff volumes and pollutant loadings into the local
tributaries to Little Valley Creek.
